Front Welded Assembly Installation '

1. Start by removing the left and right side foot controls and rear
brake master cylinder bracket NOTE: You do not need to remove
the master cylinder or brake line. Simply unbolt the bracket
and the front welded assy. will be able to slide in behind it. See
Figure 1.

2. Remove any plastic thread plugs from the frame and carefully
position the front welded assy. in front of the frame behind the
front wheel.

3. With the supplied 3/8"-16 X 1" screws (#4) and washers (#9),
A drop of thread lock on each bolt is recommended. Start to
loosely bolt on the front welded assy. using two on the left side
and 1 on the right side (refer to exploded view on page 1 for
location reference). Do not tighten at this time.

4. Next reinstall the left side foot controls using 2 of the supplied
3/8"-16 X 1-3/4" screws (#6), effectively sandwiching the front
welded assy. between the foot controls and frame, do not tighten
yet. See Figure 2.

5. Reinstall the right side foot controls using 2 of the supplied
3/8"-16 X 1-3/4" screws (#6), effectively sandwiching the front
welded assy. between the master cylinder bracket and frame,

6. Forthe final master cylinder bracket mounting bolt, use one of
the stock foot control mounting bolts that you removed during
disassembly.
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7. Fully tighten all mounting bolts (30-35 ft-Ibs).

8. Finally, tighten all 4 of the 3/8"-16 X 1-3/4" screws
(#6),that secure the foot controls to 40-45 ft-Ibs. Figures

Rear Welded Assy. / Sliders Installation

1. Forthe left side, start by removing any plastic thread
plugs from the frame around the swingarm pivot bolt
area.

2. Now install the left welded assy. / slider with two of the
supplied 3/8"-16 X 1" screws (#4) and washers (#9).
Apply thread lock and tighten (40-45 ft/lbs). See Figure 4.

3. For the right side, start by removing the stock exhaust
mufflers and bracket.

4. Next slip the right welded assy. / slider behind the rear
header and loosely install the upper supplied 3/8"-16
X 1" screw (#4) and washer (#9). Remember to apply
thread locker. See Figure 5.

5. Now place the stock muffler bracket on top of the welded
assy. / slider and loosely install the lower supplied 3/8"-
16 X 1-1/4" screw (#5) and washer (#9) with blue thread
locker.

6. Atthis point, install the supplied spacer (#14) behind
the muffler bracket at the bottom and use a 3/8"-16
X 1-1/4" screw (#5) and washer (#9) 1o install. See
Figure 6.

7. Tighten all screws (40-45 t/lbs).

8. Lastly, install the mufflers according to manufacturer
specifications. Headers and heatshields may have to be
loosened to compensate for the new offset and to provide
clearance between welded assy. / slider and exhaust
components. See Figure 7. NOTE: If an aftermarket
exhaust is used, the right welded assy. / slider can just
be installed with two of the supplied 3/8"-16 X 1" screws
and washers. Extra hardware is provided for this reason.

Final Checks

1. Check all fasteners for proper tightness

2. Check and correct any interference with suspension,
exhaust or steering movement
